Name: Scituate C.O.R.S.E. Foundation, a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization 
   C.O.R.S.E. = Community of Resources for Special Education 
  
Mission: The Scituate C.O.R.S.E. Foundation has been created by a group of dedicated parents and 
educators to provide educational resource funds to assist the Scituate public schools in providing the 
highest quality educational experience so that students with special needs can achieve their full 
potential.  Through charity events and other fundraising activities, we are able to provide monetary 
grants for supplemental educational resource requests.   
 
The goal of the foundation is to raise funds for supplemental programming to benefit all special 
education students attending Scituate public schools (SPS).  Legally, this foundation cannot fund basic 
staffing and services required of the school system by state and federal education laws.  However, with 
alternative funding, enhanced programming (such as after-school social skills groups, supportive 
recreational activities, software and parent training) can have a profound impact on those whose 
educational needs are greatest.   
 
Population Served: Scituate public school students with special needs served by the Early 
Childhood Center through High School (age 3 to 22). 
 
Foundation Board: Represents every school in the district and includes parents of students with 
special needs, parents of students in general education, teachers and administrators of SPS. 
 
Member Council: Open to all parents, guardians and educators who sign up for the membership list 
and are interested in participating in Foundation activities.  No annual dues are required.  Each 
member is eligible for the annual nomination process to participate on the Board.  For more specific 
information on the Foundation by-laws, contact corsefoundation@comcast.net. 
 
Highlights of our Accomplishments since February 2006: 
!  Current Membership list of 200+ participants. 
!  Organized a variety of community-based fundraisers such as our annual Dinner Gala and Auction, 

“Walk the CORSE for Kids” Family Event, Golf Tournament, Kids’ Soccer Concessions, Holiday 
Breakfast with Santa, etc.  Through fundraising and community events, there was enhanced support 
and “community” connectedness for our families of children with special needs. 

!  Established the Philanthropic Program Initiative (PPI) Committee, charged with seeking additional 
outside funding and resources to support supplemental programming.   

!  Successful and innovative collaboration with SPS administration, School Committee, PAC, 
Recreation and other groups that interface with our special education community.   

!  Completed parent and faculty assessments, providing information on parent and faculty needs 
regarding enhanced and supplemental services by grade level.  

!  Grant awards have addressed a wide variety of supplemental needs including professional 
development, books, equipment, augmentative communication tools, music therapy and parent 
informational resources and training.  Multiple after-school programs are offered in collaboration 
with SPS, focusing on social skills development and academic support (reading, math, study skills); 
weekend sports programs and a summer camp are offered through our collaboration with the 
Scituate Recreation Department.  We have also collaborated with Booth Hill Farm to sponsor 
therapeutic riding and coordinated with Funtastics for a gymnastics class for children with special 
needs; see back for detailed list.
