From the typically-developing to children with intensive special needs, all participated in numerous activities in Scituate Harbor with Access Sports staff and CORSE volunteers. Successful fundraising helped supply the program, which typically costs the organization $13,000 for the week. Despite the high cost, its a program well worth it, said CORSE President Tracy Johnston. Just the change in the kids themselves makes that clear. "Some of these kids were so frightened they didn't want to go [on the water] at all. Now they are independently wind surfing!" she said.
