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SCITUATE — 

A summer program for children with disabilities is coming to Scituate in August. 

Sponsored by the CORSE Foundation and town recreation department, this new program will teach children with disabilities how to take on a range of water sports, from Hawaiian outrigger canoeing to surfing.

The program is run by Maritime Adventures with Access Sports and will be held Aug. 2 through 6. As many as 40 children ages 6 to 22 can participate. 

On Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday, the athletes will learn adaptive windsurfing, Hawaiian outrigger canoeing and sailing. On Thursday and Friday, they will practice standup surfing and surfing at the beach. 

The camp will provide specialized instructors and equipment from AccesSportAmerica, a national, nonprofit founded in 1995 that inspires higher function and fitness for children and adults of all disabilities through safe entry to high-challenge sports. 

Participating students can be non-ambulatory, nonverbal and do not need to know how to swim. Students can sign up for a 11/2-hour session from 9:20 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. 

Open slots will be made available to typically developing children after July 14.
