Tracy Johnston, who helped form a supplemental special-education program for the Scituate schools, will now help advise state officials.

Johnston, co-founder of the Community of Resources for Special Education (CORSE) Foundation, has been appointed to the Special Education Advisory Council for the state Department of Elementary and Secondary Education.

Johnston will serve a three-year term on the council, which advises the state on unmet educational needs of students with disabilities.

The council also provides comment on proposed regulations and policies relating to the coordination of services for children with disabilities.

Members are recommended by the commissioner and appointed by the state’s board of education. Federal law requires a majority of the members be parents of children with disabilities or individuals with disabilities.
