



Scituate’s Corse Foundation will host its 7th Annual Corse Gala event Oct. 27 in an effort to raise money for special education programming. It is one of the organization’s two biggest events in the year, and organizers hope to raise approximately $18,000 at this year’s gala, said Tracy Johnston, president of the Corse Foundation, which is an abbreviation for Community of Resources for Special Education.
